Our
History

Founded in 1991 by a group of concerned individuals, the Ann Arbor Public Schools Educational Foundation has
raised and distributed over $500,000 in funds to enhance the quality of public education in Ann Arbor. Through
generous private and business support, the organization has been able to keep some of the vital components of
our exceptional school system intact through a tumultuous era of budget cuts.

In its early history, AAPSEF hosted an annual Superball 3-on-3
basketball tournament at the University of Michigan’s Crisler
Arena. Funds raised from this community-wide event, along
with individual conributions, seeded the earliest grants to staff,
starting in 1996. Over the next ten years, AAPSEF continued
its fundraising efforts with annual appeals to the community,
benefit dinners celebrating local educators, and an annual golf
outing.

As the economic situation in Michigan worsened and the state
budget contracted public school funding, the need for a larger
private revenue stream to our schools became evident. In 2006, AAPSEF’s
Board of Directors moved the formerly all-volunteer organization into the
next phase of its development by hiring a paid Executive Director. In the
past four years, contributions to AAPSEF’s endowment and general fund
have grown exponentially. This fiscal year, donations to the One Million
Reasons to Support Ann Arbor Schools Campaign total near $350,000.

In June of 2010, another milestone was passed as the State of Michigan
certified AAPSEF as an education foundation for the purposes of the
Michigan Business Tax Credit. Public Act 36 of 2007 created a non-
refundable credit for MBT taxpayers who make contributions to certified
Education Foundations. The statute provides that “(t)the credit allowed by
this section shall not exceed 5% of the taxpayer’s tax liability for the tax
year before claiming any credits allowed by the act or $5,000, whichever
is less.”




Initiatives for Current Programs Funded by AAPSEF

My Access! $15,000 Awarded

My Access! is an award-winning, web based writing program that builds better writers by instantly scoring student
essays and by providing immediate instruction that engages and motivates students. Impact reports on My Access!
usage in the Ann Arbor Public Schools have been very positive and confirm the program’s success with ESL
students, students who struggle with writing, and those at intermediate levels. Here is an excerpt from the final
report submitted in July of 2010:

In the 2009-2010 school year, a total of 5168 students used MyAccess!! and writing scores demonstrate its
effectiveness. Results are positive and show that use of MyAccess! as part of our district core writing instruction is
effective in building student success and in increasing levels of achievement. 3,152 middle school students used
MyAccess! this year; 1047 at 6th, 994 at 7th, and 1111 at 8th grades. Middle school teachers have continued to
identify MyAccess! as an effective program for their students anecdotally. The data supports this. The strongest
growth for any grade level has occurred at 6th grade with strong positive results also occurring in grades 7 and 8.
All 9th and 10th grade students used MyAccess! this year as part of the district’s English 9 and English 10 common
assessment. While use of MyAccess! as an assessment tool at the high school is ubiquitous, use of the program as
an instructional tool has been sporadic. For this reason we are discontinuing funding of MyAccess! as a mandated
program for all high school students in all buildings. Once again, on behalf of our students, families, and teachers,
we appreciate your support in funding innovative and effective programs and your partnership in our efforts to
provide excellence for all.

ACT’s EXPLORE and PLAN Assessments $22,000 Awarded

Used as a tool to prepare students for the Michigan Merit Exam, the EXPLORE assessment will be administered to
all eighth graders and the PLAN assessment will be administered to all tenth graders. These tests help students find
their academic strengths and weaknesses, and focus on their career inclinations at the outset and midway-point of
high school. The premise is that these assessments help guide students in career choice and course preparation
for college or other postsecondary work. Guidance staff then coordinates meetings with parents to help interpret
the results.
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Elementary Enrichment Facilitators $30,000 Awarded

The 2009-2010 academic year was a development phase for this program, which seeks to strengthen our schools
by offering guidance, resources and communication to faculty about enrichment activities. Each elementary
school “cluster” (the group of schools that feeds a middle school) was served by one professional who evaluated
enrichment activities at the individual schools, meeting with principals and teachers. Five facilitators then purchased
games, trained teachers in their use, set up and ran programs at the elementary schools. Most schools preferred
to have the enrichment be during the school day rather than before or after school. Sample programs utilized by

facilitators, schools and students are:

University Lowbrow
Astronomers

Third grade classes study
Astronomy and the University
Lowbrow Astronomers support
these outcomes. Facilitators were
instructed on use of telescopes
and planispheres to identify
objects in the night skies.

Visited with 3rd grade students to
talk about the field of engineering
and worked with students on a
hands-on science experiment
that demonstrated the types of
problem-solving engineers must
do.

Book Battles
A blend of all reading abilities and
extended guided reading.

Knowledge Masters Open

5th grade classes formed a team
for the Knowledge Master Open
competition. Students met weekly
to practice and then competed in
the online international academic
competition.

Noon Time Enrichment
Supported parent volunteers to
restart a Noon Time Enrichment
Program in one school.

For the future, goals of the program are to strengthen rapport with each of the schools, further nurture the culture
of enrichment, strengthen and extend the enrichment for more activities next school year, expand the scope of
enrichment in the schools to new grades and areas, and to expand networking between schools.
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Teacher Grants $30,000 Awarded

The Ann Arbor Public Schools Educational Foundation was pleased to award 41 grants to teachers in the Ann Arbor
Public Schools. 2009-2010 was the 13th year that the Educational Foundation made grants available to teachers
in the schools. The goal of this grant funding is to provide opportunities for innovative and creative programs
that inspire students and staff. More than 4,000 students were impacted by grants made possible through this
funding. Funding was awarded to 26 different schools across the district, including 16 elementary schools, all
middle schools, and all high schools.

board. Funding was also made available from the Dr. David

Aberdeen Memorial Fund, established to honor Dr. Aberdeen, a lifelong advocate of public education and retired
Ann Arbor Public Schools educator who passed away on September 23, 2009.

The grant review committee is comprised of a dedicated group of board members of the Educational Foundation
and community members.

As always, we are grateful for the coordination of AAPS grants office personnel, Linda Doernte and Jane Scheff,
who coordinate the purchase order process on behalf of award winners, and office administrators at the schools
who coordinate the funding for the staff in their buildings.

Scholarships, Awards and Tribute Funds

AAPSEF administers more than a dozen scholarships and awards established by community members for the
benefit of AAPS students. Yearly, Ann Arbor Public School’s counseling, athletic and academic staff recommend
students of merit as award winners. Nearly $6,000 in scholarships is awarded to provide funding for college tuition,
summer physical fitness programs, music camps, etc. Named scholarships include: Taylor Calhoun Outstanding
Cheerleading Scholarship, Sunshine Award, Kacee Cronk Memorial Scholarship, Jil Donnelan Award, Lisa Ann
Gallagher Memorial Scholarship, Joseph Keeley Award, Robert C. Lewis Scholarship, Peter Stamos Memorial
Scholarship, Pfisterer Fund Scholarship, Rick Burgess Memorial Scholarship, Alex Tons Award, Clara Goodrich
Plympton Award, and the Wendy Moorhead Scholarship.
