2012 APPLICATION 
This application information is for a scholarship award from the Rick Burgess Music Scholarship Fund.  The Rick Burgess Music Scholarship Award was created in celebration of Rick Burgess who passed away on March 2, 2009.  He left his mark on Ann Arbor’s culture as a jazz pianist and restaurant-club owner.  Rick, a Chicago native, graduated from the University of Michigan School of Engineering in 1961, but decided to pursue other interests.  His formal music education was with the great aficionado Lloyd Reese at his Conservatory in Los Angeles.  Reese trained such greats as Charles Mingus, Harry Carney, Ben Webster and Art Tatum.  Rick’s profound love of jazz was rooted in the creativity of each performance.  He drew his greatest inspiration from the works of Bill Evans and the legendary Thelonious Monk.  Jazz’s spontaneity provided the perfect medium for Rick’s creative mind.  He gave each of his performances a life of its own.  For decades, Rick successfully shared his passion with this community by creating a live stage for jazz musicians of any genre, including many young talents from local high school jazz programs.
GENERAL INFORMATION
One scholarship of $1000, funded by the Rick Burgess Music Scholarship Fund of the Ann Arbor Public Schools Educational Foundation, is being awarded to a junior or senior year student, dedicated to the art and creation of jazz as shown by participation in jazz music performance and the study of jazz in and out of school, the ability to work with other musicians and creative thinking in jazz and beyond.   A minimum grade point average of 2.5 is required.
WHO IS ELIGIBLE? 
Any high school junior or senior currently enrolled in the Ann Arbor Public Schools and playing or studying jazz music is eligible to apply for the scholarship.  You need not be in a jazz program at your high school. 
HOW DO I APPLY FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP?
1.  Fill out the Application Form for the Rick Burgess Music Scholarship Award. Return the completed form, three copies of performance cd, and a completed letter of recommendation form before the deadline (April 15, 2012).  APPLICATION MUST BE TYPED.  
2.  Fill out your name on the “Letter of Recommendation” form and give it (along with the Cover Letter to the Recommendation Form) to the teacher, musician or community leaders who will recommend you for this scholarship. One letter of recommendation must be submitted by 5:00 pm on April 15th for your application to be complete.  
3.  Submit 3 copies of a performance, maximum length five minutes.  If the entire piece is not a solo, ensure that at least 45 seconds of the recorded time is solo. All genre of Jazz will be considered, ie Latin jazz, classical jazz, Cuban jazz etc. 
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Letter of Recommendation Cover Letter

You have been asked to write a letter of recommendation in support of an applicant for the Rick Burgess Music Scholarship Award. It is an award of $1000 that will be awarded to an AAPS junior or senior.  A panel of jazz musicians, family members of Rick Burgess and others comprise the selection committee.

Your letter of recommendation should evaluate the applicant’s dedication to learning and playing jazz and studying, to thinking creatively, and his or her ability to work with other musicians. A Letter of Recommendation form is on the next page.  All recommendation letters must be received on or before Friday, April 15, 2012. You may mail the letter yourself or return it to the applicant to be included with his or her application.
