Taylor was an extremely positive force on the court, on the filed, on the sidelines, at school, at home, at church and at play.  As well, she was a conscientious member of society through her church and many other volunteer activities.  

The Taylor Calhoun Sunshine Award is given annually to acknowledge a special member of both the women’s varsity soccer and tennis teams.
Eligibility:

· Huron High School women’s varsity soccer or tennis player; 

· Be positive, enthusiastic and a committed leader;

· Connection with the team on and off of the field; 

· Positive attitude;

· Has a distinguished academic career with a GPA of 2.50 or above.

Application Process:

· The team coaches and varsity players are asked to select a worthy candidate by April 15th.  The Huron High School athletic department coordinates the voting process and informs AAPSEF of the selection.
