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Summer learning loss is a researched phenomenon. All students
experience learning losses when they do not engage in educational
activities during the summer. On average, elementary students lose
2.6 months of math computation skills and reading comprehension
scores decline by one to two months.*

To address summer learning loss the Burns Park PTO distributed
ThinkStretchOs Summer Learning Program workbooks tALL K-4
students ! Participation in the program was voluntary but students
who did participate reduced their summer learning loss, easing the
beginning of the next academic year!
