Il Positive Peer Influence seeks to provide positive alternatives to
studentsO negative and/or debilitating behaviors through
discussion and peer group processing.



Who Participates in Positive Peer Influence?

| Because of the nature of the PPI class, any interested student
must complete an interview process to be admitted into the
class. A diverse group of students is desired and sought after
to represent a variety of experiences.

| Btaff and students may refer student leaders to the class at
any time. However, membership changes occur at the turn of
a semester.



What is required to participate in PPI?

| Btudent must display leadership qualities.
| Btudent must maintain good attendance and grades.

I tudent should embody the traits of a good communicator, and
team player.

| Btudent must be open minded, mature, and able to maintain
confidentiality.
